Some of the brands I had never even thought of as being even a

little bit dangerous or potentially harmful!Ms. McCarthy did an excellent job researching and writing

her book. She really knows her stuff. This is literally the ultimate, A to Z guide to soap making,

covering everything from different ways you can make soap, how to make soap, what is

soap/detergent, FAQs, soap recipes, business plan for selling your soap,and more. She even

throws in a bunch of projects at the end, many that can be done with your family.I wholeheartedly

recommend this book to anyone interested in learning how to make soap and/or selling their soap,



and it's at a bargain price. Grab it now!

All in all, this Kindle book had the potential to live up to it's name ( and I will grant that there is some

good information in it ), but falls short in a number of places.With pictures of large red X in a couple

of places ( with no explanation what they are for ), to an uncompleted Saponification Chart that

starts off with lots of promise but is missing the last 20% or so, of it's saponification values. Add all

of that, with Table of Contents that have some links to chapters that work and others don't appear to

do anything, and it come out as a sub par Kindle book.All in all, while I will keep the book for what

good information it does contain, it will not be my main soap making reference.This book was read

and tested with the Kindle reading app on both an Android and iOS device.

If you are looking for a book filled with recipes for making soap - move on to the next book. If you

are looking for a book filled with information ABOUT soap making you can't go wrong with this one!

The recipes in this book mostly center around melt & pour type soap, but she includes so much

information about making soap with in depth conversations about how home made soaps stack up

against store brands, selling online, labeling, oil properties and so much more that this book really

was a good buy for me. At 99 cents for the Kindle edition, you really can't go wrong buying this

information packed book! Beginners will get information they need and seasoned pros might get

some information they hadn't thought about.
